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Hints & Tips

Don’t let gas freeze!
Gas canisters lose much of their 
pressure in cold weather, and 
although it might sound silly, 
keeping the canister as warm as 
possible will greatly help maintain 
the gas pressure. Gas canisters can 
actually freeze up in really cold 
weather. Try the stove or canister 
bags shown below for a solution. 
Don’t try heating them up too 
much though!

Chub Gas
Canister Sleeve

This is a simple but ingenious 
sleeve that provides two vital 
functions. The first is that it will 
stop the gas from freezing up 
in winter. When this happens, 
it’s usually just when you really 
need a brew! The second is that 

due to its construction, 
it can house the type 

of gas stove where 
the burner fits on 

top. A useful 
little item that 
makes winter 
fishing that bit 
easier!

Thinking Anglers 
Gas Canister Pouch

The Thinking Anglers version of 
the gas canister pouch is a little 
drawcord padded bag which is 
designed to fit around the gas 
canister to help keep it warm in 
the colder weather, helping the 
gas maintain its performance.  
It also has a neat little elasticated 
pocket on the outside for a spoon. 
It comes in a dark olive green and 
is another little item that gas users 
will find very useful.

Primus Express Stove
Heat output 2,400w Size 87 x 43 x 83mm

The new Express stove from Primus has a unique 
combination of low weight and durability. It can handle 
really large pots and weighs just 82g. This is a basic 
stove designed to fit onto all screw canisters. It comes 
with the option of piezo ignition, which is really 
worth the little extra because it removes the need 
for carrying matches or a lighter. With a rating 
of 2,400W, it’s not the most powerful, but it is 
still a capable performer. Like all Primus stoves 
it comes in a little nylon storage bag. This is a 
good stove for occasional users.

Ultimate Angling FB Grill
Size 45 x 35 x 15cm Weight 5.4kg

OK, so it’s not exactly a traditional stove, 
but it’s definitely for cooking on and Ultimate 
Angling tell us that’s it’s a variation on the 
griddle theme for executive carpers! It uses 
standard 220g butane cartridges and comes 
with its own skewer set and it all packs away 
into its own carrying bag. It’s not a small item and it’s a bit weighty, but if 
you like your outdoor cooking to be healthy and fat-free, this griddle stove 
claims to reduce the fat content. It would be brilliant for steaks and we 
reckon it would make great toasties too! It comes with piezo ignition and, 
at the price, if you like the style it’s a bargain.

DJS Tackle Compact Stove
Weight 90g Heat output 3,000w

This little stove is lightweight and made from 
strong aluminium alloys and stainless steel. 
It has a power output of 3,000W. The stove 
packs away neatly into a little plastic case and 
is suitable for all standard gas canisters. The 
stove weighs in at only 90g and really packs 
quite a punch for its diminutive size. 
It does not have piezo ignition so 
you will have to carry a lighter or 
matches, but at the price this 
is not a complaint! 
This is an excellent 
little stove and is more 
suited to day anglers or 
occasional carpers.

Trakker Stove Bag

Designed especially for carrying 
a stove, this bag is padded and 
lined for optimum protection. The 
bag has a zipped top and there 
is a neoprene carry handle. The 
bag is made from hard-wearing 
600 denier polyester and can 
carry the Coleman petrol stoves 
and many of the gas stoves that 
do not fold down. It’s also useful 
for storing gas containers, and 
prevents them getting 
too cold in winter 
and so aids gas 
flow, which is a 
perennial problem 
in cold weather.

 

Chub Stove Bag

This is not just a stove bag as 
it comes complete with a mug, 
two teaspoons, and a hand 
towel housed in the front pocket, 
as well as two padded external 
pockets for storing tea, coffee 
and sugar. These pockets also 
have handy mesh pockets fitted 
on the outside. The fully zipped 
and padded stove compartment 
has an adjustable and removable 
separator to make this bag 
suitable for use with gas or petrol 
stoves. Inside there is plenty of 
room for a stove, mug, kettle, 
and equipment. Supplied with 

two external fuel 
bottle holders, 
this bag will 
carry a large 

amount of 
gear.

Trangia 25 Stove
Size Approx 25 x 10cm Weight As little as 865g

Utilising a spirit or meths burner, the Trangia stoves are unique. This storm-proof stove system is 
based on simplicity. Two windshields that fit together, a burner, a couple of pans, a combined lid 
and frying pan, a kettle, and a handle form the set, and they all fit inside one another for transport. 
The stoves are lightweight and they need no special care and are hard-wearing. The Trangia stove 

is reliable, without unnecessary parts that can go wrong 
or be adversely affected by cold. The stove is quick to 
set up, and packs into a compact unit that takes up 
minimal space. The Trangia burner is an ingenious and 
original product. The silent burner has a simple, durable, 
and safe design. Regardless of the weather, wind and 
season, it is easy to light. There are lots of variations  
of the basic Trangia stove, and whilst a lot less popular 
than either gas or petrol stoves, they do have a place  
in the stove hierarchy and are worth a look.

DJS Tackle Field Stove

The Field Stove from DJS retails at a very 
reasonable price and incorporates piezo ignition 
so you won’t need matches or a lighter. The 
stove is lightweight, and suitable for all gas 
canisters. It is made from aluminium alloys and 
stainless steel. This is a powerful stove with an 
output of 3,500W. The three stabilising legs fold 
for storage in the bag provided. Like some of 
the more expensive stoves, the gas is connected 
remotely via a steel flexible hose. This stove 
is one step up from the basic DJS stove and 
is more flexible in use, allowing for the use of 
separate gas canisters. 
At the price it’s well 
worth looking at.
